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The CAPEX 22 committee has created a collection of collectable items for your collections 
to mark the first International exhibition in Canada in over 25 years. There will be 4 
souvenir commemorative covers with the following themes some of which are illustrated in 
this article and are limited in quantity. Each cover is franked with a Picture Postage stamp. 
The first cover is a CAPEX cover which features the CAPEX 22 logo and has images of 4 
stamps from previous CAPEX events. The franking stamp shows the CAPEX logo using 
the P postage rate. The second cover relates to the Victorian era and has a cachet showing 
the 1987 CAPEX Toronto First Post Office stamp and franked with a stamp featuring a 
cancellation used in the Victorian era. The third cover represents the second World War 
with a cover cachet showing an Enlistment centre and a stamp showing the photo of the 
enlistment centre. The fourth cover represents the modern era and illustrates a painting 
by Jean Paul Riopelle which had been featured on the 1996 artist series of stamps with a           
stamp of the modern Toronto skyline.

For cancellations there are cancels for each day of the show which features the CAPEX 
logo. There are three other special cancels. The first is for use with the Victorian Toronto 
First Post Office cover and features a circular cancel similar to cancels that were used in the 
1890’s with a June 10 date. The second cancel is a slogan cancel ENLIST NOW in use during 
the war with a June 11 date. The modern era cancel features a Toronto skyline also dated 10 
June. These cancels will be available for collector use on the appropriate show date.

A Cinderella sheetlet is also proposed which features an essay for the CAPEX 1951 show 
stamp.

The show covers will be available for $7 each or a set of 4 for $25. Covers with just the 
cachet are $4 for a single cover and a set for $15. The picture postage stamps are available 
in booklets of 12 stamps for $25 with single stamps for $3.

La deuxième lettre se rapporte à l’époque victorienne 
et a un cachet montrant illustrant le timbre CAPEX Toronto First Post Office / premier 
bureau de poste de 1987 et affranchi d’un timbre comportant un cachet postal utilisé à 
l’époque victorienne. La troisième lettre souligne la Deuxième Guerre mondiale avec 
une illustration d’un centre d’enrôlement et un cachet montrant la photo du centre 
d’enrôlement. La quatrième lettre souligne l’époque moderne et illustre un tableau de Jean 
Paul Riopelle qui figurait sur la série de timbres d’artiste de 1996 avec un timbre d’une vue 
moderne de Toronto.

Une oblitération spéciale pour chaque jour du salon avec le logo de CAPEX22. Trois 
autres cachets spéciaux ont aussi été créés : Le premier est à utiliser avec l’ère victorienne 
de Toronto – Lettre du bureau de poste et comporte une oblitération circulaire similaire 
à celles utilisées dans les années 1890 avec une date du 10 juin. La deuxième oblitération 
est une flamme : ENRÔLEZ-VOUS MAINTENANT utilisée pendant la guerre, avec une 
date du 11 juin.
